WHEREAS, Throughout the years, this distinguished financial establishment has continued to adapt to ever‑changing market trends to meet the needs of its loyal members, and in recognition of a half century of providing a reliable service, it is indeed fitting to honor Southwest Heritage Credit Union at this time; now, therefore, be it
