WHEREAS, Mr. Riehn played a vital role in the establishment of Cooper Lake in East Texas, the enlargement of Lake Lavon, and the acquisition of water rights from Lake Texoma, and his skillful planning has ensured water availability to the area for years to come; his efforts in securing an abundant water supply were extended beyond retirement through his role as chairman of the Region C Water Planning Group, which manages water issues for the majority of north central Texas; and


WHEREAS, Those who were privileged to share the friendship and love of Carl Riehn will long miss his presence and guidance, for his untimely passing has deprived them of a special individual, and he will surely be remembered with great affection and admiration for many years to come; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 76th Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of Carl W. Riehn and extend sincere sympathy to the members of his family and to the many friends of this respected gentleman; and, be it further
