WHEREAS, In 1948, this distinguished public servant was elected to the Texas Senate, in which he served as a member of the 51st and 52nd Texas legislatures; he later served on the Texas Railroad Commission as a senior examiner until his retirement in 1971; and


WHEREAS, The life and career of the Honorable William A. Shofner stand as an eloquent testimony to this notable gentleman's drive, intelligence, and ability, and though he will be deeply missed, his spirit will surely live on in the hearts and minds of the many people whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it
