WHEREAS, A native of Greenville, Senator Morris was elected to the Texas House of Representatives in 1934 at the age of 22; he served the citizens of Hunt County during the 44th, 45th, 46th, and 47th Texas Legislatures as a member of the house before being elected to the senate in 1942; and


WHEREAS, While a member of the senate, this dedicated public servant represented the citizens of Collin, Hunt, Rains, and Rockwall counties for three consecutive terms; president pro‑tem of the senate when Governor Beauford Jester passed away in 1949, Senator Morris became acting lieutenant governor and served in that capacity until 1951; and


WHEREAS, Outside the political arena, Senator Morris was the chief executive officer of the Automotive Wholesalers of Texas until his retirement in 1990; throughout both his political and professional careers, friends and colleagues greatly admired him for his honesty and integrity; and


WHEREAS, Those who were privileged to share the friendship of G. C. Morris will long miss his presence, and he will surely be remembered with great affection and admiration for many years to come; now, therefore, be it
