WHEREAS, A 15‑year veteran Fort Worth firefighter, Lieutenant Collins perished while battling a blaze that quickly engulfed Lake Worth's Precious Faith Temple, giving his life in the line of duty while fulfilling his obligation as a member of River Oaks Volunteer Fire Department, his community fire department; and


WHEREAS, This dedicated public servant was a passionate defender of life and property, and his commitment to the dangerous but vital occupation of firefighting was equaled by few and surpassed by none; and


WHEREAS, An active and devoted member of Birchman Baptist Church, Lieutenant Collins also served as emergency management coordinator and fire marshal for River Oaks, sharing his many years of experience and expertise with the residents of that close‑knit community; he was a former chairman of the park board and dedicated countless hours to the improvement of his neighborhood's public spaces; and


WHEREAS, This thoughtful and generous man also appeared at area schools and local festivals as part of the Fort Worth Fire Department's "Learn Not to Burn" campaign, and his contributions in this regard surely imparted many valuable lessons to the children of Fort Worth; he was recognized many times for his excellence as a firefighter and received several awards, including the A. T. Huffhines Fireman of the Year award in 1984 and 1997 and the Fire Officer of the Year Award in 1985; and


WHEREAS, Brian Collins truly relished the responsibilities of being a firefighter, and his many years of service to his fellow citizens will not soon be forgotten; he was a role model not just as a professional, but also as a human being, and while his loss is painful to all who knew and loved him, his spirit will undoubtedly live on in our hearts and minds; now, therefore, be it
