"Tom" Johnson since 1970, AGC of Texas continues to prosper and grow, and thanks to the active participation of its membership, its tradition of success will surely be maintained for many years to come; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 76th Texas Legislature hereby recognize the 75th anniversary of the Associated General Contractors of Texas and extend heartfelt congratulations to the members of this noteworthy organization; and, be it further
