WHEREAS, While serving in the legislature, Judge Harris was named Outstanding House Member of the 62nd Session by the Texas Lawmen's Association and was a charter member of the "Dirty 30" who led that session's noted legislative reform movement; active in Galveston politics as well, Judge Harris served as a member of the city council and as Democratic precinct chairman; and


WHEREAS, A dedicated jurist, he presided over the 10th District Court of Texas in Galveston from 1977 to 1992 and  was known for his fairness and wisdom during his exemplary tenure on the bench; and


WHEREAS, Judge Harris also had a highly successful and rewarding career as an attorney and was a senior partner in the esteemed Galveston law firm of Harris, Martin, Carmona & Cruse; and


WHEREAS, This noteworthy gentleman demonstrated an unwavering commitment to the people of Galveston County and to all the citizens of Texas; those who were privileged to enjoy his friendship will surely miss his presence, and they will undoubtedly treasure his memory for many years to come; now, therefore, be it
