WHEREAS, Her talent and deep love for the arts have earned her positions on several important panels, from the National Endowment for the Arts in Washington, D.C., to the Texas Commission on the Arts in Austin, and she has made numerous guest appearances on public radio; and


WHEREAS, Ms. Story will be honored at a luncheon in Dallas on March 21, 1999, when the Dallas Alumnae Chapter of Delta Sigma Theta Sorority, Inc., hosts a celebration for National Women's History Month to recognize African American women artists; in light of her many accomplishments and vast talent, Ms. Story is most deserving of commendation at this time; now, therefore, be it
