WHEREAS, Head Coach Samantha Morrow and her coaching staff ably prepared the Lady Tigers for their winning season and final battle against Corpus Christi Carroll; in that contest Mansfield built a commanding 36‑21 lead by the intermission and continued their torrid shooting in the second half, never trailing en route to the coveted state title, which capped off a perfect 38‑0 season; and


WHEREAS, Guard Kaira White, who was chosen tournament MVP, paced the Lady Tigers with 20 points, nailing seven of her nine shots, including four three‑pointers; forward Kyla Hill and center Tori Wilson also contributed several key baskets; forward/center Robyn Miller played tough defense while hauling in rebounds, and guard Erin Grant skillfully handled the Carroll pressing defense as the Lady Tigers claimed the school's first state title in any sport and became only the fourth school in girls basketball Class 5A history to finish a season undefeated; and


WHEREAS, This monumental victory would not have been possible  without the contributions of all the talented team members, including Heather Stubblefield, Camie Ford, Lauren Fletcher, Divona Phillips, Brie Madden, Demetria Sparks, Christa Cox, and Brittney Barron; and


WHEREAS, The champions of the Mansfield High School Lady Tigers basketball team have distinguished themselves as formidable competitors, and as they take pride in their state championship, it is indeed fitting to pay tribute to them for their impressive accomplishment; now, therefore, be it
