WHEREAS, Mrs. Stilley joined the Women's Professional Rodeo Association in 1987 and was elected Texas director in 1995; after serving a second term in that post, she was recently elected to the prestigious position of vice president; and


WHEREAS, This outstanding individual's lineage includes many Texans of historic significance, including Samuel C. A. Rodgers and Major George Sutherland, who both served during the Texas Revolution and fought at the battle of Bexar in 1835, William Depriest Sutherland, who was a defender at the Alamo, and William Menefee, a signer of the Texas Declaration of Independence; this historic lineage qualifies Mrs. Stilley to be a Daughter of the Republic of Texas; and
