WHEREAS, Monie Brewer of Iraan celebrated her 100th birthday September 7, 1998, and this remarkable accomplishment is indeed deserving of special recognition and praise; and


WHEREAS, This resilient woman courageously survived a challenging childhood and became self‑supportive at age 16 as a hotel employee in Oklahoma; and


WHEREAS, She married John Brewer, a truck driver for TP Coal and Oil Company, and settled with him in Pernell, Oklahoma; the couple was blessed with seven daughters and the fortitude to endure the loss of three of these beloved children in their early lives; and


WHEREAS, Responding to a job offer to Mr. Brewer from Mid‑Kansas Oil Company in West Texas, the family moved to Iraan in 1929, just three years after the discovery of oil on the nearby Ira Yates ranch; with pioneer spirit, Mrs. Brewer made the transition from raising her family in a comfortable company‑owned home in Oklahoma to existing in a tent behind the Mid‑Kansas camp; and


WHEREAS, When asked, in 1976, about her memories of life in Iraan at this time, Mrs. Brewer remarked, "Don't ask me how I felt when I got here; there was nothing here"; yet she and the family persevered and, following a promotion for Mr. Brewer, eventually moved into a house on a big hill that overlooked the emerging town; and


WHEREAS, There the Brewers resided for the next 21 years until Mr. Brewer's passing in 1950 at the age of 55; Mrs. Brewer, then a 51‑year‑old mother of four, moved with her daughters to a home on 10th Street in Iraan and went to work in the school cafeteria, where she was a valued and beloved presence for 14 years; and


WHEREAS, This diligent individual also worked as a summer cook for the Girl Scouts at Camp Mitre Peak near Fort Davis, strengthening her already strong ties to area youth; today she reigns as one of Iraan's most dedicated school football fans; and


WHEREAS, In addition to longevity and surely enhancing it, Mrs. Brewer has the gift of a large and loving family, including daughters Johnnie Dempsey, Dodie Brewer, Wanda Morrow, and Lura Lee Sehorn; seven grandchildren; 13 great‑grandchildren; and five great‑great‑grandchildren; and


WHEREAS, Centenarians are a treasure to the Lone Star State, and Mrs. Brewer is one such gem; it is a pleasure to pay tribute to her at this time; now, therefore, be it
