WHEREAS, The title game triumph ran Coach Budke's six‑year record at Trinity Valley Community College to a phenomenal 202‑10; the Lady Cardinals are now an astounding 22‑2 in national tournament games and have notched seven consecutive 30‑win seasons; and


WHEREAS, Members of the Trinity Valley Community College Lady Cardinals basketball team have distinguished themselves as formidable competitors, and as they take pride in their national championship, it is indeed appropriate to pay tribute to them for their impressive achievement; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 76th Texas Legislature hereby honor the Trinity Valley Community College Lady Cardinals for winning the 1999 NJCAA basketball championship and extend to them sincere best wishes for continued success and happiness; and, be it further
