WHEREAS, Despite his demanding professional life, this dedicated community leader has always made time in his busy schedule to benefit others, accepting gubernatorial appointments to serve the Texas State Highway and Public Transportation Commission, Texas Department of Human Services, Texas Board of Criminal Justice, and Texas Water Development Board; at the behest of the Dallas mayor and the Dallas City Council, he chaired Dallas Together and the Dallas Homeless Task Force and he served on the Park and Recreation Board and the DFW International Airport Board; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Dunning has also been active with the Dallas Alliance, Dallas Assembly, State Fair of Texas, and on the boards of the Dallas Citizens Council and the Greater Dallas Chamber of Commerce; a staunch supporter of education, he has donated his time and expertise to the executive committee of The University of Texas at Dallas and the Dallas Independent School District Bond Program, as well as serving on the board of the Baylor College of Dentistry and chairing the Universities Center at Dallas and the University of North Texas System Center; and


WHEREAS, In recognition of his selfless contributions through the years, Mr. Dunning received the Human Relations Award from the American Jewish Committee in 1988 and a Certificate of Appreciation award from the Greater Dallas Community Relations Commission in 1990; and
