WHEREAS, Mr. Close was committed to public service and worked diligently for the good of his constituents in District 64, a 10‑county Panhandle region; this fine gentleman served three terms in the Texas House of Representatives, helping to steer the Constitutional Revision Committee as vice chairman and contributing his talent to the Natural Resources and Local and Consent Calendar committees; and


WHEREAS, In 1980, he joined Governor Bill Clements's staff as assistant legislative liaison representative and worked with both houses of the legislature on issues of concern to Texans; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Close was a highly valued member of his community and this state, and he made significant contributions to bettering the quality of life for all Texans; though his presence will be deeply missed by those fortunate enough to have known him, he will surely be remembered with great admiration for many years to come; now, therefore, be it
