Hendrix and Deputy Thomas Jay Smith of the Tarrant County Sheriff's Department, Deputy Donald Roy Stockburger of the Pecos County Sheriff's Department, Deputy Rebecca Shaw of the Harris County Sheriff's Department, Officer Scott Harvick of the Mart Police Department, Sergeant Kent Dean Kincaid of the Houston Police Department, Sergeant Robert Michael Hankins of the Lamb County Sheriff's Department, Officer Tobin Thomas of the Eagle Lake Police Department, and Officer Ronnie Ray Lerma of the Garland Police Department; and
