WHEREAS, A commitment to education is something of a tradition for Mr. Blain and his family: his wife of 30 years, Judy, is a secretary at Liberty‑Eylau High School, their son, Chad, is assistant principal at Pleasant Grove Elementary School in Texarkana, and Chad's wife, Jami, is a teacher at Liberty‑Eylau Primary School; and


WHEREAS, For more than three decades, Nicholas Blain has been a determined and effective leader in the field of education, and it is indeed appropriate to recognize him for his many significant achievements; now, therefore, be it
