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R E S O L U T I O N


WHEREAS, The Texas House of Representatives is proud to recognize April 1999 as Wildflower Month in DeWitt County and DeWitt County as the Wildflower Capital of Texas; and


WHEREAS, Each spring, and especially during the month of April, the highways and roadsides of DeWitt County are ablaze with color as vibrant displays of wildflowers delight countless visitors from throughout the state, the nation, and the world; and
