WHEREAS, Also active in the Dallas‑area business community, he is owner and president of Decorative Interiors and vice president of D. & B. Construction Company; and


WHEREAS, He has devoted much time and energy to a number of professional and community organizations, including the Red Cross, Texas State Teachers Association, Phi Delta Kappa Fraternity for Men, Knights of Pythias Lodge, Good Street Baptist Church, Dallas Urban League, Black Dallas Remembered, Oak Cliff Chamber of Commerce, YMCA, Lords of the Top Ladies of Distinction, and others too numerous to mention; and


WHEREAS, Among the many well‑deserved awards and accolades Mr. Hall has received are the Whitney Award from the Dallas Urban League, Man of the Year Award for 1998 from Elite News, Paragon Award from the National Council for Marketing and Public Relations, and Bishop College Appreciation Award for Sincere Service and Devotion; he is also an inductee of the Marshall Hall of Fame and was selected as an African American hero by KKDA and Coca‑Cola; and


WHEREAS, In recognition of his many years of dedicated service, the DCCCD board of trustees presented him with a lifetime membership in the Association of Community College Trustees; and


WHEREAS, For more than two decades, J. D. Hall has worked to foster educational excellence at DCCCD as a member of the board of trustees, and as he looks back on his service he can indeed take tremendous satisfaction in his many accomplishments; now, therefore, be it
