WHEREAS, On May 2, 1899, San Antonio public schools became independent of city governance with the election of their first board of trustees, and in 1903 the first charter of the San Antonio Independent School District was established; and


WHEREAS, The ensuing century has seen the SAISD achieve acclaim for its many significant accomplishments, which include implementing the nation's first comprehensive junior school system in 1923 and opening the first facility in Texas for physically handicapped students in 1945; today the district boasts 95 schools and more than 60,000 students and features a truly innovative and all‑encompassing academic environment; and


WHEREAS, For 100 years the San Antonio Independent School District has provided its students with an exemplary education, and it is most appropriate that we pay tribute to this estimable organization on its attainment of such a significant milestone; now, therefore, be it
