WHEREAS, Although he retired from coaching in 1973, he continued to work with students as a classroom teacher at Conroe High School until 1985; a long‑time member of the Texas High School Coaches Association, he designed the emblem that became the official logo of the association; and


WHEREAS, In addition to teaching, Mr. Granger has devoted his considerable talents to such varied ventures as owning a hardware store, managing apartments, working in the insurance industry, and serving as president of Texas Banc of Saving; and


WHEREAS, He is an outstanding patriot and served his nation with distinction as a member of the U.S. Army from 1953‑55; and


WHEREAS, Throughout his exemplary career, Mr. Granger was a positive force in the lives of his many students and players and it is truly appropriate that he be commended at this time; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 76th Texas Legislature hereby honor Don E. Granger for his achievements as an educator and coach and extend to him sincere best wishes for the future; and, be it further
