WHEREAS, His bravery and ability in combat were rewarded with a battlefield commission to the rank of lieutenant while serving under General George S. Patton, a distinction of which he was immensely proud; after returning to Texas, Mr. Mitchell married Marjorie Aaron on Valentine's Day 1948, and their long and happy union was blessed with two daughters, Sharon and Barbara; and


WHEREAS, For 34 years, he served as executive officer of the Fisher County Agricultural, Stabilization, and Conservation Service; Mr. Mitchell believed deeply in the importance of family farms and was an ardent proponent for the improvement of rural Texas areas; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Mitchell was an active and faithful member of the Roby Church of Christ, as well as the Texas Farmers Union and the Fisher County Historical Commission; he was past president of the Fisher County Hospital District and a member of the hospital board for several years, in addition to his roles as a founding member and former president of the Sylvester‑McCaulley Water Corporation, which he served for 35 years; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Mitchell was a true son of Texas who loved his family, community, state, and nation, and though his presence will be deeply missed, his spirit will surely live on in the hearts and minds of all those who were privileged to know him, and it is indeed appropriate to honor his memory at this time; now, therefore, be it
