WHEREAS, At the UIL District 23‑3A track and field competition held in Orangefield, Mr. Eshbach astoundingly cleared the height of 17 feet 9‑3/4 inches to best the previous national high school federation pole vault record set in 1981 by one‑quarter of an inch; and


WHEREAS, In addition to setting the national mark he also surpassed the Texas record of 17 feet 6 inches set in 1990; all of these track and field heroics not only thrust Mr. Eshbach into the upper echelon of national record holders, but also placed him in the elite company of Orangefield's many previous world‑class pole vaulters; and
