WHEREAS, Mr. Harrison has received the loving support of his wife, Roseann, throughout his three decades of service on the board, and they are mainstays at any and all hospital functions; and


WHEREAS, William H. Harrison, Sr., has dedicated a good many years of his life to ensuring that proper medical care is available to the citizens of Eagle Lake, and he is truly deserving of special recognition for his contributions to this admirable goal; now, therefore, be it
