WHEREAS, In addition to being the most essential tool in the learning process, reading can also be an imaginative and exhilarating experience; the example set by the students at Waverly Park Elementary School in earning this significant accolade is an inspiration to all Texans, and they are indeed worthy of special recognition at this time; now, therefore, be it
