WHEREAS, The cofounder of the state Pink Rose organization for female Texas school administrators, Mrs. Pacharzina has been active in her church, with the LCRA Study Committee, and as a member and officeholder in numerous professional organizations; this esteemed educator has garnered a host of state and national honors and is a proud recipient of the New Braunfels Independent School District's Silver Unicorn award; and


WHEREAS, Throughout the years she has continued to draw strength and inspiration from her husband, Bob Pacharzina, and their three beloved children, L'Jan, D'Layne, and Weston; and


WHEREAS, Flo Weiss Pacharzina has distinguished herself as a dedicated and kindhearted woman of ability and integrity, and it is truly fitting that she be honored for her many accomplishments; now, therefore, be it
