WHEREAS, Superintendent Jack Jordan exemplifies deep commitment to the Harlandale Independent School District and he has earned the respect of all who know him; and


WHEREAS, Since accepting the challenges of the district's top position in May 1997, Mr. Jordan has promoted a learning environment that benefits each student so that all have the opportunity to reach their potential; and

WHEREAS, A strong commitment to education is evident in the Jordan family; his wife, Ann, is a former English teacher, and two of their three children have chosen professions as a math teacher and a high school counselor; and


WHEREAS, Throughout his career, Jack Jordan has set high standards to which all teachers and administrators may aspire, and he is indeed worthy of special recognition at this time; now, therefore, be it
