WHEREAS, The Independent Bankers Association of Texas comprises more than 700 financial institutions led by thousands of homegrown and community‑loving employees, all of whom are working for the betterment of independent banks and the communities that make them special; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 76th Texas Legislature hereby honor the Independent Bankers Association of Texas on the occasion of its 25th anniversary and extend to its members sincere best wishes for continued success and prosperity in the future; and, be it further
