WHEREAS, The Texas House of Representatives is proud to recognize the Prevention Promise program of Hurst‑Euless‑Bedford (HEB); and


WHEREAS, The Prevention Promise program was established to initiate HEB's Promise chapter as an affiliate of the national organization, America's Promise; to this end, Drug Prevention Resources, Inc., a statewide organization delivering a number of community‑based programs across the state, secured a grant from the Texas Commission on Alcohol and Drug Abuse to fund the program and brought together a coalition of noteworthy organizations and agencies to collaborate on plans for the program; this outstanding coalition includes a number of Tarrant County agencies, the Northeast Gang Task Force Youth Diversion Program, and the HEB police departments, school district, and parks and recreation departments, as well as several other community‑based organizations; and
