WHEREAS, This dedicated public servant is leaving the Texas Department of Banking to pursue personal goals and challenges; her impressive record of service with the state portends success in any endeavor she may undertake, and though she will be deeply missed, it is a great pleasure to honor her  at this time; now, therefore, be it
