WHEREAS, He served on the executive committee and was president of the Anderson County Farm Bureau for 35 years; he was a delegate to 41 annual State Farm Bureau conventions and led the Anderson County Cattle Raisers Association; and he was honored with the Pioneer Award from the Texas Farm Bureau for his invaluable, longtime service; and


WHEREAS, Faith too played a vital part in his life, and Mr. Williams was on the board of trustees of the Tennessee Colony Union Church and was a deacon and Sunday school teacher with the First Baptist Church of Palestine; he was a past master and 56‑year member of Tyre Lodge No. 198, A.F.&A.M., a member of O.E.S. Chapter No. 102, and a past district deputy grand master of the 117th Masonic District; and


WHEREAS, He was active in community government both as a member of the Tennessee Colony School Board and as president of the Tennessee Colony Improvement Association; the energy and direction of this extraordinary man will be deeply missed, but surely his spirit lives on through the remarkable work he accomplished and in the sterling example he set for others, and it is indeed appropriate to honor his memory at this time; now, therefore, be it
