
SENATE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, DalMac Construction Company, Inc., alleges that on February 15, 1993, DalMac Construction Company and Texas A&M University entered into a contract for the construction of a recreational sports building; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED by the Legislature of the State of Texas, That DalMac Construction Company, Inc., is granted permission to sue the State of Texas and Texas A&M University subject to Chapter 107, Civil Practice and Remedies Code; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That the president of Texas A&M University be served process as provided by Subdivision (3), Subsection (a), Section 107.002, Civil Practice and Remedies Code; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That DalMac Construction Company is entitled to seek actual monetary damages, including court costs and attorney's fees, but excluding exemplary damages or costs incurred in the preparation of its claims; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That none of the court records, pleadings, motions or discovery related to the suit authorized by this resolution may be sealed by the court or the parties from public inspection.
