WHEREAS, The population of Denton County has increased 31

percent since the 1990 census; it is one of the fastest growing

counties in the nation with a population of 358,375; and


WHEREAS, Denton County is located at the apex of the

North Texas region and serves as the gateway to the

the University of North Texas, is located in Denton County;

it is also the home of Texas Woman's University and

North Central Texas College; and


WHEREAS, Denton County's 11 public school districts

educate more than 57,000 students at 93 facilities; and


WHEREAS, It is one of the largest regions for horse

breeding and training in the southwestern United States and

has a large number of corporate residents, including Boeing,

Federal Express, and Intel; and


WHEREAS, Denton County has been bringing more than

200 residents to Austin each year since 1987 to honor the

WHEREAS, The varied accomplishments and achievements of

Denton County and its citizens are truly worthy of legislative

recognition; now, therefore, be it
