1990; and


WHEREAS, An outstanding legislator and an exemplary gentleman,

Eddie Lucio has received numerous accolades for his 13 years of

distinguished public service in the Texas Legislature; and


WHEREAS, In 1991, he was recognized as the South Texas Tort

Association, who awarded him the Senator John A. Traeger Award for

Legislator of the Year in 1994; he was the 1996 recipient of the

Friend of Family award from the Tip of Texas Family Outreach; and


WHEREAS, A resourceful lawmaker who is committed to the

welfare of the citizens of Texas, Senator Lucio has been actively

involved in the issues of public and higher education pertaining

to economic development in the Rio Grande Valley and throughout

the state; in the Senate, he has served on the State Affairs,

Natural Resources, and Intergovernmental Relations committees; and


WHEREAS, He succeeded in the acquisition of funds for the

South Texas area as a member of the Senate Finance Committee; he

has served as vice‑chair of the Subcommittee on Agriculture of

the Natural Resources Committee and as a member of the Economic

Development Committee; as chair of the Intergovernmental Relations

Committee in 1997, he focused on assisting cities to provide

affordable housing and to maintain streets and bridges; and
