demonstrations and presentations by students, a tour of the

Capitol, observation of Texas Senate and House of Representatives

meetings, interviews with state officials, and work on school

projects and assignments; students will collaborate on a Texas

history project that will be published electronically on the

Internet; and


WHEREAS, Texas is one of the leading states in providing

financial support for educational technology, and Texas schools

spend more than a quarter of a billion dollars every year to plan

for and implement technology in our public schools; and


WHEREAS, The third biennial Texas Capitol Schoolhouse event

provides an excellent opportunity for legislators and the public

to observe firsthand how students are utilizing and integrating

technology in learning, and how technology in the public schools

today is helping to prepare the children of Texas for the 21st

century; now, therefore, be it

invaluable educational experience; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That a copy of this Resolution be prepared in

honor of the third biennial Texas Capitol Schoolhouse event as an

expression of esteem from the Texas Senate.
