WHEREAS, The Alpha Kappa Alpha actives and alums are

rightfully proud of their sorority's history and the bonds

of sisterhood and purpose which have grown over 90 years; and


WHEREAS, The sorority's annual celebration of the

vision and hopes of those first 16 women by coming together

for a Founder's Day luncheon almost a century later conveys

the promise for a continuing legacy through each Alpha Kappa

Alpha; and


WHEREAS, The 1999 theme for the sorority is "Remembering

a Rich Heritage and Revitalizing Our Forces to Blaze New Trails"

which strikes an appropriate chord for looking toward the 21st

century and will be celebrated at the Founder's Day luncheon on
