and graduated from Northwestern Medical School; he completed a

residency in internal medicine at the Veterans' Administration

Research Hospital in Chicago in 1958; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Hines married Ann Irwin on August 22, 1953;

in 1958, the couple moved to Dallas where he worked with Lederle

Laboratories as a clinical investigator; and


WHEREAS, He moved to Austin in 1973 and joined

Dr. T. R. McElhenney in the private practice of allergy; Dr. Hines

had his own private practice in the field of allergy from 1978 to

1993; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Hines was dedicated to his work as a physician

and was beloved by his patients and colleagues; he was a member of

the American College of Allergy, the Travis County Medical Society,

and the Austin Allergy Society; and


WHEREAS, An exemplary and distinguished gentleman with an

engaging personality, Dr. Hines was respected by the citizens of

Austin and by the medical community for his many accomplishments;

and


WHEREAS, A man of integrity, strength, and generosity, he

gave unselfishly of his time to others, and his wisdom, warmth, and

valued counsel will not be forgotten by those who knew him; and


WHEREAS, David Hines was a devoted husband, father, and

grandfather, and he leaves behind memories that will be treasured
