WHEREAS, Elected to the Texas House of Representatives in

1985, where he has served with distinction, Keith represented

District 4 in Hunt and Kaufman counties; and


WHEREAS, Representative Oakley shared his expertise by

serving on several committees in the House of Representatives;

he was selected to be on the State Affairs Committee,

Environmental Regulation Committee, Appropriations Committee,

and the Recreational Resources Committee; and


WHEREAS, When the speaker chose Keith Oakley to chair the

House Public Safety Committee, he became the youngest chair to

ever serve; and


WHEREAS, Because of his expert leadership, he was selected

chair of the interim committee to review the water safety laws

of Texas; due to the information gathered by that committee,

Representative Oakley wrote the Texas Water Safety Act, which

was successfully passed in 1997; and


WHEREAS, Keith and his wife, Norie, live in his hometown of

Terrell and enjoy life with their sons, Conner and Garrett; now,
