WHEREAS, He rose through the ranks of outdoor journalism

working on newspapers in San Angelo and Tyler, television in Waco,

and filmmaking for the Forest Service in Bryan and as a writer,

photographer, filmmaker, and information specialist for the Texas

Parks and Wildlife Department in Austin, retiring after 30 years

with the distinction of having published over 600 fishing reports;

WHEREAS, He served the outdoor press as executive director

of the Texas Outdoor Writers Association for 25 years, receiving

the organization's highest honor, the L. A. Wilke Award; and


WHEREAS, His woodworking artistry led him to tool the

formation of the now nationally prominent Mesquite Woodworking

WHEREAS, He served God as a lector for Sacred Heart

Catholic Church for over 20 years, and he served his wife and

family for 40 years; now, therefore, be it
