WHEREAS, The Senate of the State of Texas joins the citizens

of El Paso in mourning the loss of Morris Abraham Galatzan, who

died February 15, 1999, at the age of 88; and


WHEREAS, Born in West Texas, Morris Galatzan was the son of

Benjamin and Elsie Galatzan; Morris graduated from El Paso High

School in 1928 and from The University of Texas at Austin in 1934;

he received his license to practice law the same year he earned his

college degree; and


WHEREAS, He began his career as an attorney with the Isaacks

and Lattner law firm and was drafted by the Army in 1942; while in

London, he met his future wife, Irene Asbach Waggett, a firefighter

with the American Red Cross, and they returned to El Paso and were

married in 1947; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Galatzan was appointed to the bench of the 65th

District Court as one of the youngest judges in Texas and was a

jurist for almost seven years until he resigned and joined the

Hardie, Grambling, Sims, and Galatzan law firm; as a judge he was

known for his fair‑mindedness and for upholding the best of legal

traditions; and


WHEREAS, He was dedicated to his work in the legal field and

became a partner in the law firm of Mounce, Green, Myers, Safi, and

Galatzan; in later years, he spent his afternoons advising other

lawyers who nicknamed him "The Judge"; and


WHEREAS, An exemplary and distinguished gentleman,

Mr. Galatzan was beloved and respected by his colleagues and the

El Paso community and was known as a mentor and friend to many;

devoted to his work as a lawyer, he continued to consult with

clients even during his last three weeks in the hospital; and


WHEREAS, A man of great integrity, strength, tenacity, and

compassion, he gave unselfishly of his time to others, and his

wisdom, warmth, and valued counsel will not be forgotten by those

who knew him; and


WHEREAS, Morris Galatzan was a devoted husband and father,

and he leaves behind memories that will be treasured forever by his

family and many friends; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

76th Legislature, hereby extend sincere condolences to the bereaved

family of Morris Abraham Galatzan:  his daughters, Judith Weiser and

Sandra Clements; and his son, David Galatzan; and, be it further
