WHEREAS, Admiral Conley returned to sea as commander of

the USS Halsey in 1985, and the ship was awarded two consecutive

Battle Efficiency "E" awards; in 1988, he was named Deputy Director

of the Surface Combat Systems Division in the Office of the

Assistant Chief of Naval Operations; and


WHEREAS, He served as the Deputy Director of the

Expeditionary Warfare Division in the Office of the Chief of Naval

Operations in Washington, D.C., and subsequently served as Commander

of the Amphibious Force, United States Seventh Fleet and Commander

of Amphibious Group One; in October of 1996, he became Commander of

the Mine Warfare Command in Corpus Christi, Texas; and


WHEREAS, Accolades for Admiral Conley's exceptional Naval

service include such decorations as the Defense Superior Service

Medal, the Legion of Merit, the Meritorious Service Medal, the

Navy Commendation Medal, the Navy Achievement Medal, the Navy Unit

Commendation Medal, and the Meritorious Unit Commendation; and


WHEREAS, Throughout his career, Admiral Conley has been

blessed with the support and love of his family; he is married to

Noriko Fuchino Conley and has two children, Lisa and Kenneth; his

retirement ceremony takes place February 19, 1999, at Naval Station

WHEREAS, An exemplary gentleman whose valor and patriotism

has been inspirational to countless men and women in our country's

service, Admiral Conley deserves recognition for his years of

superior service in the Navy and his support and defense of our

nation's ideals; now, therefore, be it
