WHEREAS, In 1997, the association's members contributed

5,714,902 hours of volunteer services to their schools and

communities, which resulted in a value of professional time of

$74,293,276; since 1990, members have contributed 42,125,527

volunteer hours to schools and communities, which reaches a

professional time valued at $510,140,131.97; and


WHEREAS, An exemplary organization, the Texas Retired

Teachers Association attempts to promote the professional,

economic, intellectual, and social well‑being of all retired

school personnel and to encourage retired school personnel to
