WHEREAS, Later recruited by Turner Construction Company,

Deryl gained valuable experience as a cost engineer, a project

engineer, and project manager; in 1988, she accepted the position

of Executive Assistant to the President of Howard University; and


WHEREAS, While working at the university, Deryl McKissack

managed a $32 million operating budget, 900 employees, 133

buildings, and three campuses; she was at Howard University for

two years, and then she resigned to start her own company; and


WHEREAS, Deryl McKissack began her firm in 1990 with no

clients, no employees, and $1,000; she is the president and chief

executive officer of McKissack and McKissack, an architectural,

engineering, and program management firm with its headquarters in

Washington, D.C.; and


WHEREAS, The United States Small Business Administration

recognized Deryl McKissack with the Small Business Person of the

Year Award for the Washington, D.C. area in 1997; today, McKissack

and McKissack occupies almost a whole floor in an office building

downtown, has a sizable contract backlog, and has 40 employees; and


WHEREAS, Water quality consultants for the Water and Sewer

Authority of Washington, D.C., the firm is one of four program

managers for the new $800,000,000 Convention Center in the

district, is monitoring all Job Corps building and renovations

throughout the country, and has overseen the renovation of the

United States Treasury Building after a massive fire in 1996; and


WHEREAS, Having served on the Architectural Review Board

of the District of Columbia Department of Housing and Community

Development, Deryl McKissack has also been on the District of

Columbia's Public Schools Task Force on Education and has been
