WHEREAS, Hugh began his optometric practice with

Dr. Hugh Sticksel, Sr., and continued until the death of his

father in 1969; Dr. Sticksel, Jr., then went into practice with

three other doctors; his daughter, Dr. Heidi Sticksel Hawkins,

joined him in his practice six months ago; and


WHEREAS, Dedicated to his profession, he was a Fellow of

the American Academy of Optometry; he was a member of the

American Optometric Association and the American Optometric

Foundation, and he was president of the Panhandle Optometric

Society; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Sticksel was named Optometrist of the Year

by the Texas Optometric Association in 1982; and


WHEREAS, Vitally interested in the welfare of his fellow

citizens, he was involved with the Boy Scouts of America at

both the troop and council levels, and he received the Silver

Beaver Award; and


WHEREAS, Noted for his spirit and enthusiasm for Tascosa

High School, Dr. Sticksel was given a Distinguished Service

Award from the Panhandle Sports Hall of Fame; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Sticksel was the recipient of the Distinguished

Service Award from the Texas Optometric Association, which his

father had previously received; in 1995, he received the University

of Houston College of Optometry Distinguished Alumnus Award; now,
