who can enjoy its recreational facilities and historic sites; and


WHEREAS, Gainesville is noted for its brick‑paved streets and

19th century brick Victorian homes; in addition to approximately 26

historic homes, places of interest include the firehouse and the

Episcopal Church, built in 1884, and the First Methodist Church,

built in 1892; and


WHEREAS, Local citizens and tourists also enjoy the

Frank Buck Zoo, named in honor of the adventurer and Gainesville

native, Frank Buck, as well as the Morton Museum of Cooke County,

which exhibits all facets of pioneer life; and


WHEREAS, Gainesville residents are hardworking, generous, and

hospitable, and they have successfully preserved the beauty and

charm of their city; now, therefore, be it
