WHEREAS, With the death of her little brother, Alisia

expanded her efforts to reach even more unfortunate children

by organizing other recruits to help her raise the money, which

they used to buy 250 more stuffed animals to give to nonprofit

organizations that aid children; and

her successful attempts to bring happiness into their lives, despite

her young age, serves as an inspiration to all the nation's youth

for the differences that they, too, could make in their own

communities; now, therefore, be it
