Central Texas; in 1987, he was appointed by the Governor of Texas

to serve on the Brazos River Authority Board for a term of six

years; during the last two years, General Dalby served as president

WHEREAS, Throughout his distinguished military career, he

has earned several awards that include:  the Distinguished Flying

Cross, Bronze Star with Two Oak Leaf Clusters, Purple Heart,
