WHEREAS, A devout Christian, he is a lifelong Methodist

and has attended Trinity First United Methodist Church in El Paso,

where he has served as Finance Committee Chair, Chairman of the

Administrative Board, and member of the Board of Trustees; and


WHEREAS, Active in politics, Alan Rash has served as

chairman of the El Paso County Republican Committee from 1963

through 1965 and again from 1969 through 1971; this distinguished

gentleman was special counsel to the Texas Republican Party and the

Republican National Committee in 1972; and


WHEREAS, Appointed to the Board of Directors of the Texas

Guaranteed Student Loan Corporation by Governor Clements in 1988,

Mr. Rash was reappointed by Governor Bush in 1995; because of his

superior ability, he was chair of the board in 1993, and he served
