in 1991, he was named the Chief Executive Officer of Compaq; he

envisioned the company becoming the world personal computer leader

by 1996 and accomplished that goal by 1994; and


WHEREAS, Accorded accolades by Fortune magazine

for making a corporate comeback, Mr. Pfeiffer was named CEO

of the Year by CNBC; his next goal was to make his company one

of the top three computer companies in the world, and he has

accomplished that; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Pfeiffer credits his company's success to

a dedication to excellence and believes that every part of an

organization must be devoted to that goal; and


WHEREAS, Active in civic endeavors, Mr. Pfeiffer is on the

boards of the Greater Houston Partnership, the Houston Symphony,

and the M. D. Anderson Cancer Center; in addition, Eckhard Pfeiffer

is a member of the Computer Systems Project, an affiliation of

the chief executive officers of the top United States computer

companies; and


WHEREAS, The proceeds from the gala being held on

April 9, 1999, will endow a Chair in Eckhard Pfeiffer's name

and will fund faculty development grants and scholarships at the

University of Houston College of Natural Sciences and Mathematics;
