WHEREAS, The Senate of the State of Texas is pleased to

recognize Glenn Moreland of Fort Davis, an outstanding citizen

and a champion chuck wagon cook and wagon builder; and


WHEREAS, A native Texan who has been building and

restoring chuck wagons for over 25 years, Glenn Moreland is

also a well‑known leader in his community and served for 20

years as the fire chief for Jeff Davis County until his recent

retirement; and


WHEREAS, Expanding upon his interest in chuck wagons,

Glenn Moreland began participating in the chuck wagon cooking

contests that sprang up in the late 1980s; his culinary expertise

quickly became evident, and he has since earned numerous honors;

and


WHEREAS, In 1995, Glenn and his team won first place at the

Fifth Annual Red Steagall Cowboy Gathering in Fort Worth; he and

Brad Whitfield competed against 13 other chuck wagon teams and won

first place with Glenn's peach cobbler, second place with Brad's

bread, and first place with beans by their combined effort; and


WHEREAS, In 1997, Glenn's superior chuck wagon cooking

skills earned him first place over all at the Texas Mountain

Classic in Alpine and the Will Rogers Award for Chuck Wagon Cook

of the Year; he was the winner of the Festival of the West in

Scottsdale, Arizona; competing against chuck wagon cooks from

across Texas and Wyoming, he became the national award winner

in the Second Annual Will Rogers Awards for Outstanding Achievement

in the Advancement of Contemporary Cowboy Skills; and


WHEREAS, Throughout 1998, Glenn continued to be the top

chef in the majority of our state's chuck wagon cooking contests;

he won first place over all in the Alpine, San Angelo, and

Fort Worth competitions and second place over all in the Lubbock

and Kingsville contests; he served as a judge for the Abilene

chuck wagon cooking contest; and


WHEREAS, Glenn cooks in the authentic chuck wagon style and

is part of a growing effort to preserve the cowboy way of life

and to keep memories of cowboy history alive; he has continued

to play a significant role in the contests, symposiums, and poetry

gatherings that have been taking place in the Western United States

over the last two decades; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

76th Legislature, hereby pay tribute to Glenn Moreland on his

championship chuck wagon cooking and extend congratulations to

him on his first‑rate performance at the many chuck wagon cooking

contests of Texas; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That a copy of this Resolution be prepared

for Glenn Moreland as an expression of high regard from the

Texas Senate.
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
