appointment from Governor Ann Richards to serve on the Head Start

Public School/Collaboration Task Force; she has served on the board

of directors for many organizations, including the Houchen Community

Center, the Executive Women's Forum, and the Advocacy Center for

Children of El Paso; Blanca has been a presenter at several national

conferences, including the National Governor's Conference on Quality

Education and the National Association for Supervision and Curriculum

Development; and


WHEREAS, Blanca has been the recipient of several honors;

in 1992, she was selected and featured by the El Paso Times as

an Empowering Hispana; in 1991, she was the recipient of both the

Adelante Mujer Award and the Mother‑Daughter‑Program Award; and in

1989, she was given the "Pillars of Achievement" Award; and


WHEREAS, In addition to her devotion to the field of

education, Blanca has been an active community member; she has

served on the Foster Grandparent Advisory Council, the Young Women's

Christian Association Advisory Committee, the El Paso Youth Network

Committee, and the Education Committee of the Economic Development

Planning Division of the Greater El Paso Chamber of Commerce; now,
